Paper Mache:
The easiest method is to use shredded or pulverized paper mache that is available in craft or hardware stores.  Follow directions on bag and fill as for chalkware. (See Chalkware Instructions).
For traditional paper mache, you’ll need the following:

Newspaper or newsprint (available at art stores)

Wall paper adhesive-premixed

Glue such as Super Tacky®

Scissors

Paste wax or Pam®

Rubber bands

1.  Brush paste wax or Pam® in mold.  

2.  Tear newspaper or newsprint into pieces about an inch to three inches long.  

3.  Saturate with wall paper adhesive.

4.  Lay pieces in each side of mold until entire mold is covered.  

5.  When you have done two layers, press thumbs against paper into mold.  This will give      best detailing.  

6.  Add two more layers.

7.  Allow to dry overnight or for several hours.  Can also be dried in oven in rack with     

paper side down.  Set oven at lowest temperature for 15-30 minutes.

8. When Paper is dry, form will come out.

It takes considerable skill to glue the two sides together so that they fit perfectly.

Trim edges and glue carefully.  Rubber bands help keep sides together.  When thoroughly dry paint with acrylics.  

One Sided Paper Mache Ornaments: 
Follow instructions as above using front side of ornament and let paper extend over rims.
